The program fee will cover all materials, rehearsal

and performance participation, and costuming*.  Please note that some costuming pieces (e.g. -


undergarments, shoes, base costume items) will be expected to be provided by the student. Optional

momentos (such as cast t-shirts, professional photography or video recordings), as well as the Cast Party


will be additional costs not included in tuition.
